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Life Cycle Cost Analysis.  LCC analyses are
undertaken to compare pavement types, taking
into account initial costs, maintenance and
rehabilitation costs, and final salvage values.
There is much debate about the factors to be
considered, there is concern about the currency
and accuracy of the maintenance and
rehabilitation inputs, and there is no consensus
of data inputs between the different states in
Australia.
This forum will put the RTA model into
perspective, will identify areas where
improvement, consensus and up to date inputs
are required, and will seek to determine how to
achieve an agreed, current and uniform model
for LCC of concrete road pavements.

Cement Standard.  Presently there are changes
proposed to AS3972 – Portland and Blended
Cements, particularly in relation to an increase in
permitted mineral additions and inclusion of
Cement Kiln Dust.  These proposed changes
have important implications for concrete
properties, including durability, and for improved
sustainability of cement and concrete.
Consensus on this aspect has not yet been
reached.  The implications for concrete road
pavements will be presented and discussed.
